Council district election
2. Every four (4) years

« City Council appoints the 7 Advisory Committee

members
« One member from each district and one member at-large

 Members must be registered voters of the City

« City Council must strive for gender, racial, ethnic, age and
geographic diversity of the Advisory Committee members

« A person interested in being a candidate for a district City
Council member shall not serve on the Advisory Committee

« Educate the public on the redistricting process
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« Conduct public meetings in each district to solicit
